FOOD PACKAGING LAWS SEEK TO REDUCE LITTER  

& PFAS CONTAMINATION

Use PFAS-free Food Packaging
PFAS (per- and polyfluoroalkyl substanc-

es) are toxic chemicals sometimes used for 
greaseproof and waterproof coatings on food 
packaging. PFAS can cause health problems 
like higher cancer risk, weaker immune re-
sponse, and lower birth weight.
People can be exposed to PFAS when eating 

food from packaging that contains PFAS. Food 
packaging can also release PFAS into soil and 
groundwater where it builds up in animals, 
people, and plants. That’s why Washington 
passed a law prohibiting the manufacture, 
sale, and distribution of certain food packag-
ing containing PFAS.

On Feb. 1, 2023, certain types of food 
packaging were banned if they have PFAS 
intentionally added. These include:
• Wraps             • Plates
• Food boats    • Pizza boxes
As of May 1, 2024, the following products 

are also banned if they have PFAS intention-
ally added:
• Bags and sleeves 
• Bowls
• Flat serviceware, including items like plates 
and trays.

• Open-top containers, like french fry cartons 
and food cups.

• Closed containers, like clamshells.
Manufacturers of these products must 

certify their products comply with the law. 
If you’re purchasing these products, ask the 
manufacturer for their certificate of compli-
ance.

Avoid Expanded Polystyrene
As of June 1, 2024, several food service 

products made of expanded polystyrene 
are now banned for sale and distribution in 
Washington.
Expanded polystyrene (EPS), often mistaken-

ly called Styrofoam, is a type of foamed plastic 
used in takeout food containers and packing 
peanuts. While expanded polystyrene can be 
recycled, it is expensive and not accepted in 
most curbside recycling programs.
In Washington, foam fragments – including 

EPS – are two of the top ten items collected 
during beach cleanups conducted by Surfrid-
er Foundation volunteers.
As of June 1, 2023, expanded polystyrene 

packing peanuts are prohibited for sale and 
distribution in Washington. And on June 1, 
2024, expanded polystyrene food service 
products such as cups, plates, to-go clam-
shells, trays, food containers, and single-use 
coolers are now banned as well.

Look for Compostable Product  
Labeling
Starting Jan. 1, 2024, Washington’s Plastic 

Product Degradability Law (RCW 70A.455) 
set standards for labeling an item as com-
postable. Changes to the law were passed 
in 2024 and go into effect June 6. Products 
made entirely of wood, or 98% other fiber 
(with no plastic additives), are exempt from 
the labeling standards.
Look for the third-party certification logo 

if you buy, sell, or distribute compostable 
products. All compostable products in Wash-
ington should be certified for composting in 
industrial settings and tested to meet a recog-
nized scientific standard, like ASTM (American 
Society for Testing and Materials). In addition 
to a third-party certification logo, look for 
green, beige, and brown color schemes and 
the written word “compostable.” Be sure to 
check if your waste collection service accepts 
compostable products before putting them in 
your organics collection bin.
Compostable products should meet the 

labeling standards as of Jan. 1, 2024. People 
can report violations starting July 2024. In 
addition to reporting products that don’t 
comply, people can report attempted gre-
enwashing like non-compostable film bags 
that are tinted green and using words other 
than compostable like “biodegradable” and 
“degradable.” For more information, email 
organics@ecy.wa.gov.

Avoid Single-use Plastic Carryout Bags
As of 2022, businesses cannot automatically 

include single-use items in customer orders. 
Single-use plastic bags are banned in Wash-
ington. Businesses may provide alternatives, 
like bags that are reusable, compostable, or 
made of paper. They can also offer customers 
used boxes or go bag-free. This ban went into 
effect Oct. 2021. For details about the law, 
printable flyers, and a list of acceptable alter-
natives, email, bagban@ecy.wa.gov.

Ask Customers Before Giving Out  
Single-use Serviceware
Single-use items covered by the law include 

plastic and compostable utensils, straws, 
condiment packages, and cup lids for cold 
beverages. Customers must verbally confirm 
they want these items, or they can select 
them from self-service bins. (Health care facil-
ities are exempt.) For more information and 
downloadable flyers email  
SWMPublications@ecy.wa.gov.

Current & Upcoming Requirements for Washington Food Service Providers

Some packaging designed to hold freshly prepared food 
can contain PFAS, a group of toxic chemicals.

From coffee shops and cafeterias to restaurants and 
gas stations, food service often uses disposable prod-
ucts. While convenient, these products can create 
waste, add to pollution, and leach toxic chemicals into 
the environment. Washington has new requirements 
every food service establishment should know about.

Washington’s single-use plastic bag ban started in 2021. 
It reduces pollution by prohibiting single-use plastic car-
ryout bags and charging a fee for acceptable bags.

As of 2022 businesses cannot automatically include sin-
gle-use items in customer orders.

Father’s Day was this past weekend, 
and it reminded me of the wonderful 
days that I had spent fishing with my 
Dad. I was fortunate to have a father 
that took us camping, introduced us 
to fishing and other joys of being out-
doors. His influence, whether he liked 
it or not, put me on a path of making a 
living by sharing my fishing experienc-
es. My brother Rick was a fishing guide 
for many years. Rick and I made a tra-
dition of taking Dad fishing on Father’s 
Day over the years. Our adventures 
included many trips for walleye on 
Moses Lake, kokanee fishing on Lake 
Chelan, trout fishing on Rufus Woods 
and other destinations here in Central 
Washington. One of our most memora-
ble trips was to Domke Lake. We took 
the Lady of the Lake to Lucerne and 
hiked into the lake. We had great time 
fishing for the cutthroat and that eve-
ning we prepared steaks and potatoes 
over the camp fire. Dad’s idea of cook-
ing the steaks by holding them over 
the fire with green willow “baskets’ 
was a monumental failure that was told 
over and over at our family gatherings. 
Make some memories with your Dad 
and go fishing. My daughter came to 
visit me for Father’s Day. This week’s 
photo is of the two of us on Lake Chel-
an, fishing for kokanee a few years ago.

For something completely differ-
ent, I traveled to Moses Lake to take 
a tour of the ORV Park. This park has 
over 3,000 acres and much of it is set 
aside for the use of those who enjoy 
off roading. Rich Archer, of the Sand 
Scorpions ORV Group, was glad to 
meet me at the entrance at the bottom 
end of Moses Lake to show me around. 
He unstrapped his two seater side by 
side, backed it off the trailer, and away 
we went. He first showed me where the 
park is at the edge of the top end of Pot-
holes Reservoir, and that’s where they 
can get muddy. After that we zoomed 
down the sandy trails and out into the 
rolling dunes. While I clutched my 
camera gear to my chest we flew over 
the rolling sand dunes. We would roar 
straight up until I could see nothing but 
sky and then down the face of the dune. 
Rich told me later that he was a former 
race car driver, and it showed. What 
a thrill. I can see how people on two 
wheels or four get addicted. Wait till 
you see the video of this adventure! It 

will be posted soon, on the Dave Gray-
bill YouTube channel.

There is a lot of interest in the 
Brewster Salmon Derby, and this year 
there are more than the usual questions 
about it. I want to remind anglers that 
the Brewster Pool is closed to fishing 
for Chinook this season, but open to 
fishing for sockeye. I posted the closed 
area earlier this month on my Facebook 
page and I am adding the legal fishing 
areas for the derby. Mike Mauk, who 
runs the derby, said that the area above 
Wells Dam is within the legal fishing 
area, as usual. To clarify, fishing for 
Chinook salmon opens here on July 
16th every year. The fishing area also 

includes the stretch of the Columbia 
River from Pelican Point to the bridge 
at Bridgeport, which has always been 
the case. Mike said that this is clearly 
stated in this year’s derby rules. There 
have been questions in the past if fish 
caught at Chelan Falls could be turned 
in for the derby, and that has never been 
the case. The closure was prompted by 
an anticipated very low return of Chi-
nook bound for the Colville Hatchery, 
which releases over three million smolt 
each year. They need all the brood 
stock they can get for the future.

Many folks begin their boating 
season right about now. They may be 
bringing their boat out of storage for 
the first time for their first on-the-water 
adventure with the family or friends. I 
am surprised at the number of boats I 

see at the ramp that won’t start. They 
either have a dead battery or bad gas. 
It’s always a good idea to start the mo-
tor before you have a load of people on 
board for a day of fishing or recreation-
al boating fun. I am also disappointed 
to see people parked on the ramp while 
they load their coolers, and other items. 
Please do this before you pull up and 
block the lane. Another thing to be 
aware of is what you need on board 
for safety. You need to have life jack-
ets for everyone and if there are kids 
under twelve in the boat they need to 
be wearing the life jacket, and a throw-
able cushion. Every boat also needs to 
have a fire extinguisher, a sound signal-
ing device, like a whistle or horn, and 

navigation lights that are vis-
ible from sunset to sunrise. A 
first aid kit is also a good idea. 
Google boating safety equip-
ment for a complete list. Be 
safe and have fun!

By now the kids are out of 
school, and families are mak-
ing their plans for the summer. 
Some have already made reser-
vations at one of the many State 
Parks in the area or one of the 
great resorts on the shores of one 
of the lakes and reservoirs. Fam-
ilies will be looking for a place 
to spend a weekend or a week. 
One the most recreation rich ar-
eas in the state is Grant County. 
Grant County PUD has created 
a bunch of quality recreation ar-
eas along the Columbia River. I 
have videos of almost all of them 

on the Dave Graybill channel on You-
Tube. These are short and informative 
and if you are exploring they are worth 
a look. There are also several videos 
about the lakes in this county, including 
tours of the boating accesses on Banks 
Lake, Potholes Reservoir and Moses 
Lake. There are others that describe the 
fishing opportunities throughout Grant 
County and Moses Lake. Take the time 
to explore this area via video, and you 
will certainly find a place you will want 
visit. There are even some very infor-
mative videos on tackle and techniques 
to help make your fishing adventures 
successful. New videos are being add-
ed all the time.

As the home building industry celebrates National 
Homeownership Month in June, new data shows that 
homeownership rates among adults in all age groups 
increased over the last year. 

The Census Bureau’s Housing Vacancy Survey (CPS/
HVS) reported the U.S. homeownership rate at 66% last 
year1, amid a persistently tight housing supply. A clos-
er look at the data shows that homeownership rates 
among households aged 55-54 registered the largest 
gains among all groups, followed by households aged 
45-54. Adults 35 years old or younger also experienced 
a modest increase in homeownership. 

It is no surprise that all age groups are making 
homeownership a priority. Homes are a primary source 
of net worth for many Americans. The most recent edi-
tion of the Survey of Consumer Finances2 showed that 
a primary residence is the largest asset for households. 

One of the barriers to homeownership is affordabil-
ity. Home builders recognize the increasing demand 
for affordable entry-level homes. However, rising 
construction costs and limited lot availability create 
significant challenges to building smaller, single-family 
detached homes that are affordable to first-time buy-
ers and cost-effective for builders. 

To help overcome these challenges, home builders, 
many of which are small businesses and live in our 
community, continue to advocate for housing afford-
ability so all families can achieve the American Dream 
of homeownership. Buyers also may find that some 
home builders have arranged favorable financing for 
their customers or offer financial incentives.

When it comes to affordability, qualifying for a mort-
gage and saving up for a down payment is another 
obstacle to homeownership. To help address these 
concerns, Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac — through the 
Federal Housing Administration (FHA) — offer low-
down payment mortgage programs geared primarily 
toward the first-time home buyer market. These lend-
ers offer mortgages with 3% down payments, allowing 
more creditworthy borrowers who lack the funds for 
a large down payment to obtain a home mortgage. 
However, to ensure that the financing process goes 
smoothly, buyers should consider pre-qualifying for 
a mortgage and having a financing commitment in 
place before shopping for a new home.

“We can’t thank Trevor enough, along 
with the rest of the crew, Brent Harris, Troy 
Furman, and Ray Keys, for all of their hard 
work and dedication to this team,” Kleyn 
said.

Kleyn won May 18 at Stateline Speed-
way and now is the only NWSLM driver 
with multiple wins in 2024. He will shoot 
for three in a row on June 29 at the new 
Motorplex at the Mill in Emmett, Idaho 
near Boise.
