I have had some great fishing trips
lately but haven’t come home with any-
thing in the cooler. I kind of feel like
a baseball batter that is going through
a slump. Still, I am always optimistic
when I head out for a day of fishing. I
think that it will be the day that things
will turn around and I will get a bunch
of fish!

I have been trying to get up to Rufus
Woods Reservoir to fish the net pens
for quite a while. Finally, last Tuesday
I was able to take one of my fishing
buddies, Keith Hiatt, up there. Keith
has been with me to fish from shore at
the middle pens and we had a great day.
Four of us were limited and had some
5 or 6 pound triploids in our
catch. We started at the corner
of the middle pens and Keith

this season. He said he was having his
best year ever. He held up a nice fish
to prove his point. We didn’t share this
good luck but had another fun day. We
haven’t given up Steelhead fishing in
the area around Pateros. We will be
going back there with high hopes of
landing a fish. This week’s photo is of
Randy with his fish.

My wife suggested that we celebrate
my birthday, November 5th, by going
Steelhead fishing. I thought it was a
great idea, and we headed up to Pa-
teros. We were both surprised that the
day turned out to be sunny and warm,
hardly a typical Steelhead fishing day.
We made a drift in the area

pitched a jig while I fished out |

the back of the boat with rods
baited with Power Bait or a
marshmallow and shrimp com-
bo. Keith missed a hit on the
jig, and I didn’t get a bite on the
bait rods. We then ran up to the
upper pens and after not getting
any bites on our bait rods tried
casting jigs and Rapala Jigging
Raps, thinking we may get a
Walleye along the shore below
the pens. I even took Keith to a
spot upriver from there and tried
to get some Trout on a bobber
and jig. One angler on the shore
said the fishing had been good
right up until this last week.

Ever since I lost a big Steel-
head my wife Eileen wanted to go
back to Pateros to try to get another
one. So, last Friday we went to give it
another try. We didn’t get to the hole
that had produced that first fish until
about noon, and it was clear after a
few casts that no one was home. From
there I drove the Smoker Craft up the
Columbia to a place where Shane Mag-
nuson and I had fished several times,
years ago, that had produced fish. Ei-
leen’s bobber bounced once, but she
didn’t hook up. We then went back to
Pateros, passing several anglers cast-
ing from the docks, and one boat that
indicated they had landed a fish earlier
that day. Removing the bait from our
jigs, we ran up above the bridge. We
found Randy Cole, who told us he was
having a ball catching Steelhead here

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known as Coyote Rocks and
didn’t touch any fish. I was about to
head up to the top of the drift for an-
other try, when she suggested we run
across the river. That sounded good
to me. I have taken a lot of Steelhead
from this point back in the day. I set
the drift with my bow mount and as I
slid down the river I made a cast to the
slot just off the rocky bank. My bobber
went down, and I set the hook and saw
the flash of a Steelhead below the sur-
face. Instead of running downstream
the fish ran out in front of the boat and
jumped high in the air. Then, ripping
line off my reel, ran straight up ahead
of me. Then—my line broke. My heart
sank, but the experience reminded me
why Steelhead fishing is so special.
When I lost a Steelhead due to a
broken line, it got me thinking about

the process of finding just the right
line to use for bobber and jig fishing.
Of course, my brother Rick and I start-
ed with just plain monofilament, but
it sank and didn’t mend worth a darn.
Then we started using Power Pro. It
worked much better and in the Hi Vis
yellow color was easy to see. It would
lose its buoyancy after a while, though.
Then Stren came out with Microfuse.
This line floated, didn’t get water-
logged and the Glacier Blue color
made it visible in the flat light of win-
ter. Yea! We immediately filled all our
reels with this stuff and were happy
about it. Then Stren stopped making
the line. It was originally
intended for use with bait
casting reels, not spinning
reels and the bait caster guys
didn’t like it. We scrambled
to buy as much as we could,
and I still have some partial
spools I have hoarded. The
next best thing that works
well is Berkley Nanofil.
This stuff casts great, floats
and mends well.

If you like fishing for
rainbow Trout, you may
want to consider a trip to
Keller Ferry on Lake Roo-
sevelt. Every year there
are as many as 700,000
triploid rainbow Trout re-
leased into the big reser-
voir, so not only are Trout
abundant in the lake, but

they are also of exceptional quality.
Keller Ferry is one of my favorite plac-
es to fish for Trout in the winter, either
from the shore or from a boat. There is
a great federal park just down lake from
the marina, with several good access-
es to the shore, and I have had some
great days fishing here. The Rainbow
average at least 16 inches, and Trout to
well over 20 inches are common. I cast
a hook baited with either Power Bait
or a shrimp and marshmallow combo
to get them. I also like to troll near the
shore below the marina to catch Trout.
I have had good success with the or-
ange Rapalas of various sizes and col-
ors and Flicker Shad plugs as well. The
water is down drastically in the winter,
but the boat launch is usable even at the
reservoir’s lowest levels. This is a great
way to spend a winter day.

LOGANO DEFENDS AGAINST TEAMMATE RYAN BLANEY TO WIN
THIRD ‘CUP SERIES TITLE | From Racing America

AVONDALE, Ariz. (Nov. 10) — After a
strong afternoon at Phoenix Raceway, Joey
Logano has joined rarified air in the NA-
SCAR Cup Series.

The 34-year-old driver was able to secure
the victory in Sunday’s NASCAR Cup Se-
ries Championship Race at the one-mile
oval in Avondale, Arizona, and in the pro-
cess collect his third championship at NA-
SCAR’s top level.

“I love the playoffs. I love it, man. What
a race,” Logano said post-race. “What a
Team Penske battle there at the end. Had a
good restart and was able to get in front of
the 12. And he had a lot of long run speed
there, and it was all I had there to hold him
off.”

In doing so, Logano becomes the 10th
driver in the history of the NASCAR Cup
Series to have three or more champion-
ships, joining Richard Petty, Dale Earn-
hardt, Jimmie Johnson, Jeff Gordon, Lee
Petty, David Pearson, Cale Yarborough,
Darrell Waltrip and Tony Stewart.

The Middletown, Connecticut native took
control of the event after the race’s final re-
start, making a three-wide pass on Christo-
pher Bell and fellow Championship 4 driv-
er William Byron, as the two were battling
side-by-side for the race lead.

From that point forward during the race’s
final run, Logano continued to extend his
margin, growing it over two seconds before
Ryan Blaney, the defending NASCAR Cup

Series champion, managed to get through
for second.

Then, similar to last weekend’s event at
Martinsville Speedway, the pursuit began,
as Blaney, with a cleary-superior racecar,
began taking chunks out of his teammate’s
advantage. After reaching the rear bumper
of the No. 22 Ford Mustang, Blaney just
couldn’t get close enough.

When the checkered flag was displayed
for the No. 22 Shell-Pennzoil Ford Mus-
tang Dark Horse, the final margin of vic-
tory (MOV) was 0.330 seconds, over his
teammate Blaney. William Byron, who
finished third, was more than five seconds
behind.

Blaney would have to settle for a run-
ner-up, not just in Sunday’s event, but also
in the NASCAR Cup Series point stand-
ings. William Byron, driver of the No.
24 Chevrolet for Hendrick Motorsports,
would take home third in both the results
and points.

In his final event as a full-time NASCAR
Cup Series competitor, Martin Truex, Jr.
brought home a 17th-place, lead-lap finish
for Joe Gibbs Racing.

The completion of Sunday’s event wraps
up the 2024 NASCAR Cup Series cam-
paign and leaves an 84-day period where
cars will not be on the racetrack.

The NASCAR Cup Series will return in
2025 on February 2, at the historic Bow-
man-Gray Stadium.

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Pew Research Center, the number of Americans living
in a multigenerational family household today is about
four times larger than in the 1970s.

The Pew data reveals that 59.7 million U.S. residents
live with multiple generations under one roof. Several
factors are driving this trend. The COVID-19 pandemic
increased multigenerational living arrangements as
families came together for financial or health-related
reasons. Other recent factors include rising housing
costs and adult children staying home longer.

Population growth in the United States is also driving
this trend. According to Pew, the population increase
includes foreign-born Asian, Black and Hispanics who
are more likely to live under one roof. The demograph-
ic shift is apparent in home buying trends. A recent
National Association of Home Builders (NAHB) survey
of home buyers shows that half of African Americans
(50%) and Hispanics (53%) say they prefer a home
designed for multiple generations.

Multigenerational households also form so that
grandparents can help care for their grandchildren,
and their children can care for them as they age. This
type of arrangement can also lessen financial burdens,
with several generations contributing to the mort-
gage payment and eliminating expenses of childcare,
retirement housing or professional caregiving environ-
ments.

Home builders and remodelers are building and ren-
ovating homes to meet the needs of multigenerational
households. These designs allow many generations
of the same family to live together under one roof yet
have private areas and combined living space.

Features of multigenerational home plans can
include in-law suites within the main home with
separate areas for independent living. These often
have kitchenettes, ensuite bathrooms, and sometimes
private entrances from the street. In addition, they
frequently include “universal design” features, which
focus on maximum usability by people of all ages and
abilities. Examples include walk-in showers, smooth
flooring transitions, and cabinets with pull-out draw-
ers.

Building professionals who have earned the NAHB
Certified Aging-in-Place Specialist (CAPS) designation
have received training on how to build or renovate
a home so that the occupants can live in the home
safely, independently and comfortably, regardless of
their age or ability level. While most CAPS profession-
als are remodelers, an increasing number are general
contractors, designers, architects, and healthcare
professionals.
