The wintry mix that has been falling
off and on throughout the region has
made it difficult for anglers to plan for
a day outside. There are many though
that ignore the weather, gear up and get
out there no matter what Mother Na-
ture throws at them. They are meeting
with a range of success.

When I want to check on what’s
going on with anglers in Okanogan
County, I contact Jack in the fishing
department at North 40 Outfitters. This
store is a popular spot for fishermen,
who stop by to resupply and share their
experiences with Jack. Although an-
gling is at a low ebb with the cold and
wet weather, there are some
bright spots. One of the best
places to cast a line right now
is at Omak Lake. According to
Jack, there are three fly fishers
that are fishing from Nichol-
son Beach, known as Beer
Can Beach, and are fishing
here about every other day.
So, fishing must be worth-
while. He also mentioned
that anglers are casting
spoons from this same beach
with success. The Lahontan
cutthroat that inhabit Omak
Lake often grab these lures
on the drop. Cutts of 3 or 4
pounds are common here. |
want to remind anglers who
may want to try fishing from the shore
at Omak Lake that a Colville Tribal
Fishing License and an Access Permit
are required. You can visit the tribal
Fish and Wildlife page on their web-
site (www.cct-fnw) to learn the costs
and even acquire what you need on-
line. Rufus Woods has been quiet so far
this winter for triploid rainbow trout,
but anglers using jigs are getting wall-
eye on the Nespelem Bar. Jack shared
that if you are planning to fish Brandts
Landing on Rufus Woods, there better
be some current. If there is no flow,
fishing is slow at Brandts. The last
time I checked with my buddy Dave,
who is a fish checker with the Colville
Tribe, and patrols from Chief Joseph
Dam to Brandts Landing, fishing hasn’t
been great yet this winter, with mostly
smaller trout being landed.

There are several options available
to anglers in our area. Steelhead fish-
ing has slowed down on the Methow

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and the main stem Columbia River,
but there are some dandy fish being
landed. I just had to share a photo of
a terrific hatchery steelhead that my
brother Rick got on a recent trip to Pa-
teros on my Facebook page. You may
not get big numbers of steelhead, but
you might get a whopper like his. I
also hear that there are good numbers
of kokanee being landed on Lake Chel-
an. This is actually a good time of year
to look for kokanee on the lake. Ever
since anglers realized that kokanee can
be caught in the winter, there are pret-
ty fair numbers of them out there and
they have pretty good success through

the chilly months. I had a stellar day
in January a few years ago. My fishing
buddy and I landed two limits of fish
that averaged 12 inches, and the high-
light was landing all four fish when we
hooked a quad. My next trip may be for
perch on Moses Lake. The last batch
was so tasty I want to get a bunch more
in the freezer. This week’s photo is of
brother Rick and his very nice hatchery
steelhead.

It’s still a ways away, but I wanted
to get the word out early about the an-
nual Northwest Ice Fishing Festival in
Molson, near Oroville. This will be the
21st year that the community has con-
ducted the event, and it just gets bigger
and better every year. I attended the
event several years ago and was very
impressed with how this small commu-
nity turns out to make sure everyone is
having a good time. It will take place
on Saturday, January 18th this year and
the actual fishing will be on nearby Sid-

]

ley Lake. Registration can be done on-
line through the Oroville Washington
Chamber of Commerce website. Also,
you can register at the event starting
at 7 am. and the derby starts at eight
and runs through one. There is a won-
derful breakfast served at the Molson
Grange Hall, and a lunch provided by
Sitzmark. Hot chocolate will be avail-
able right on the lake while you’re fish-
ing. Thanks to a functioning aerator on
the lake, fishing has vastly improved
the past few years, and the size of the
trout is impressive now, and last year’s
winner caught both a rainbow and cut-
throat. The festival is sponsored by the
Oroville Chamber and proceeds benefit

the local community.

This is truly a very fun

event that the whole
family can enjoy.
Like many anglers
here in Central Wash-
ington, I was thrilled to
see the steelhead season
open after a nine-year
closure. I have made
several trips; the first
one was to Wells Dam.
This was for many years
my go-to spot for steel-
head. I spent several sea-
sons back trolling below
the dam, off the long bar,
with divers and shrimp,
and had great success.
Then I discovered the fun of fishing
with a bobber and jig. I learned how to
pace my drift to keep a straight line to
my bobber and how far to put the boat
from the shore and many other things
that come into play when fishing from
a boat here. I had many great days and
caught a bunch of great fish. My first
trip to Wells on the opening day of the
season this year was a bust. My bud-
dy Rollie Schmitten and I didn’t catch
any steelhead on our bobber and jig set
ups. Rollie remembers the first time I
took him to Wells for steelhead and we
were busy hooking fish. I look forward
to giving Wells another try this season.
On one trip this year I hooked a big
steelhead that jumped in front of the
boat before my line broke!

I plan on making a road trip to check
on a few locations in Grant County in
the coming week, and I will let you
know what I learn.

HORDEMANN DEER PARK DRAG STRIP BOOK SALES BENEFIT

HOSPICE OF SPOKANE

SPOKANE — Gary Hordemann has a
win-win proposition for you.

The retired college professor of mechan-
ical engineering, historian and publisher
wants to provide fans of both the Deer
Park Drag Strip, and local history in gener-
al is promoting sales of his four books with
Hospice of Spokane the benefactor.

Hordemann has painstakingly chronicled
a special time in area motorsports history
with a trio of books on the venerable Deer
Park track that was located on a portion of
the former World War II air base north of
Spokane.

He was inspired by a former volunteer at
the Deer Park track — Dave Gurr — who
began writing his own book but passed
away before being able to complete the
effort.

The first book in the Deer Park series was
titled: “A History of the Deer Park Drag
Strip and Its Racers As Reported in Press
Clippings: 1944-1964.”

In describing the book, Hordemann
writes, “It contains a collection of anno-
tated images of several hundred clippings
from newspapers, Drag News, NHRA Na-
tional Dragster, Hot Rod Magazine, and
other publications that reported on drag
racing activities through 1964, primarily at
the Deer Park Drag Strip.”

And he adds, “Clippings involving the
activities of Spokane individuals at other
drag strips and at the Bonneville Salt Flats
are also included, as are images of mem-
orabilia, such as pit passes, timing slips,
etc.”

“These latter items, interesting in them-
selves are often useful in shedding light on
events. All items are organized according
to the years in which they appeared.”

This 328-page, 8.5 x 11 inch book is
available only from Hordemann for $20 or
$25 if mailed.

Hordemann’s second book, published in
2021, is a two-volume, 600-page, 8 x 10.5
inch history of Deer Park drag racing. Its
title is: “Deer Park Sunny Summer Days.”
It is the story of long ago sunny summer
days of drag racing, Hordemann suggests.

The story opens in the latter years of
World War II when the United States Army
Air Force built what became the Deer Park
Airport, and for thousands of youthful car
enthusiasts, the Deer Park Drag Strip. The
story ends with 1964, the year that has
been called the sport’s “Golden Year.” An
Epilogue summarizes the racing activities
through 1974 when drag racing ended at
Deer Park. The cost is $60 or $70 if mailed.

Hordemann'’s third book takes the best of
the first two, combines and refines them.
The third Deer Park book, titled: “Deer
Park Days: Memories of an American
Sport,” is a rewrite of the two-volume book
so that it is of interest to a broader audience
than local drag racers.

In his book description, Hordemann ex-
plains, “A lot of the detail about who won
what when has been removed, as has other
information of no interest to the general
reader, so that most of volume 2 has been

deleted. The good stories, found mostly in
the two-volume book’s notes, have been
integrated into the main text.”

Hordemann adds, “A great many of the
photos have been enlarged, necessitat-
ing an addition of roughly 100 pages and
a number of new photos. Many of the
best photos found in Volume 2 have been
moved to the main text. All of the text has
been updated. The resulting book is a large
single volume of 440 pages, measuring 8 x
10.5 inches.”

A fourth book takes an abrupt turn from
Hordemann’s passion for the story of the
Deer Park Drag Strip.

In “Stories My Brother Told Me,” are 55
stories told by a funny, insightful, sarcas-
tic, profane and compulsive storyteller,
brother Jack Hordemann. Edited by Gary
Hordemann, they are illuminated and ac-
cented by 91 illustrations, of which nearly
half (41) are sketches by Jack’s daughter,
artist Clair Hordemann Pimley.

The tales have been arranged to follow
the chronology of Jack’s life, Gary Horde-
mann writes. They begin with an account
of his baptism and end with stories about
the last years of his life.

They tell of Jack’s early years growing
up on an Idaho farm, continue through his
childhood and adult years in Spokane. Also
includes several stories about his service at
a remote radar station in Alaska during the
Korean War.

The book is available on Amazon (enter
“books by Hordemann”) in soft and hard
cover versions and as a Kindle eBook. The
cost is $20 for pick up or add $5 for mail-
ing.

All profits from orders through the end of
the year will go to Hospice of Spokane.

“This year I have really been focusing on my reaction
times,” Sanchez wrote in an email.

She races a half scale model junior dragster with a 7.90
motor.

“My car has been running really consistently thanks to
my dad,” Sanchez said. “I think the combination of these
two things and my grandpa helping me choose accurate
dials really helped me to have a strong season.”

She races in the junior lightning class for junior drag-
sters. This class is made up of kids from the ages of 13-
18. In this class, you can’t run faster than 7.90 in the 1/8
mile.

Sanchez topped Koda Tobel 211 to 201 in the Absolute
Auto Jr. Lightning fail standings.

“I won my first Wally in 2021,” Sanchez said. “I finished
first in the Gamblers series last season. This season I fin-
ished first in the Summit and Gamblers series and I also
won my second and third Wally.”

The Gamblers series is made up of both junior thunder
and junior lightning classes so kids from ages 6-18. The
Summit Series is just kids racing in the junior lightning
class, Sanchez explained.

“My grandpa started racing at Renegade in 1996. It was
inevitable that I would follow in his footsteps,” Sanchez
said.

Sanchez has been watching him race ever since she was
a baby and when she turned 8 she got her competition
license and have been racing for 6 years.

“Now that I am 14, I also race a Dodge Charger in the
Junior Street Class at Renegade.

Along with support from her family, Sanchez said she’s
really thankful for the other junior racing families.

“They have really helped me grow in my racing career.
They all jump in to help when we need it. I wouldn’t be
this successful without the help they have given me. I
think of them all as my family at the track,” Sanchez said.

Sanchez could not have had her success without spon-
sors. “My grandparents and parents sponsor most of my
racing, but I am also sponsored by Snohomish Tint and
Vinyl,” she said.
